RECENT EXRERIENCE WITH LOMC’s AND DFIRM CONVERSION

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The Urban Drainage and Flood Control District (District) has recently completed the second year of a pilot project in which the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has delegated the evaluation of requests for Letters of Map Change (LOMC’s) to the District.  The first year results have been completed and are the basis of this presentation.  The second year results are being evaluated and preliminary findings will also be presented.  A third year of the pilot should be underway by the time of this conference.

FEMA has developed a map modernization plan that will ultimately convert the nation’s Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs) to Digital FIRMs (DFIRM).  The District took the opportunity of the formation of the new City and County of Broomfield to convert Broomfield’s FIRM to a DFIRM.  The methods used will be discussed to convert the FIRM to a DFIRM in FEMA’s digital format.  The District will show the additional benefits that were incorporated into the FIRM and ways in which the community will be able to use the new GIS product in everyday floodplain management.  The District should be underway with additional DFIRM conversions by the time of this conference.
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
