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The Colorado Water Conservation Board (CWCB) is currently conducting a reconnaissance study for a project that would convey Colorado River water near the Utah border to for use in the Colorado, South Platte, and Arkansas River basins.  The project, if constructed, would enable the State to more fully use its entitlement of Colorado River water under the Colorado River Compact.  The conveyance system could be more than 200 miles long and include: 1) pump stations to lift the water on the order of 5,000 feet; 2) operational storage; 3) water treatment facilities; and 4) tunnels.

The objectives of the current study are to: 1) define that a need exists or will exist for the water that would be made available; 2) establish technical requirements and required facilities for treatment and conveyance; 3) to determine environmental and water quality constraints; 4) compare and contrast various proposed route configurations; and 5) identify potential project sponsors and funding alternatives. In summary, the study will address the general physical, logistical, environmental, financial, legal, and institutional aspects of this very large-scale water supply system. 

This presentation will focus on the types of alternatives identified and their general advantages and disadvantages.
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
