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Floodway delineation can be one of the most time consuming and complicated tasks when preparing a flood insurance study or floodplain map revision.  Different methods of calculating and establishing floodway encroachments combined with different interpretations of FEMA’s rules defining the regulatory base flood elevation (BFE) can lead to quite different results.  This presentation will discuss the various methods available in both HEC-2 and HEC-RAS for setting floodplain encroachments, and transforming the encroachment stations into a floodway map.  It will also explore policy interpretation and report the stance taken by several Colorado communities on regulatory BFEs as defined by FEMA.
