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This paper will cover
 the overall drainage design criteria and their application for this $1.6 billion design build project for I-25 widening and a new LRT line.  Challenges associated with the light rail line, jurisdictional coordination, water quality, and adjacent property owners will be presented.  Major features of the project including the 13’ diameter drainage tunnel to the South Platte River, detention basins, sediment vaults, and underground detention will be outlined.  Comments on the criteria used in the project and their application in an already developed area will also be shared.
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
