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This presentation covers the Mapping Coordinator (MC) role for the State of Colorado’s Floodplain Map Modernization Implementation Plan (MMIP), highlighting the administrative procedures that are recommended as part of the MMIP.  The presentation discusses the procedures developed through the pilot projects which were conducted in Teller and Douglas Counties, focusing on the role that the Temporary Mapping Coordinator played in those projects, the administrative procedures developed, and discusses lessons learned from the pilot studies.  The presentation also discusses the technical memoranda prepared for the CWCB detailing the administrative and technical duties of the Mapping Coordinator from a larger perspective.  Finally the presentation provides a series of  “do’s and don’ts” for those members of the private and public sectors who will participate in modernizing Colorado’s floodplain maps.
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
