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This presentation highlights the technical procedures for developing Digital Flood Insurance Rate Maps (DFIRMs) that are consistent with Colorado’s Floodplain Map Modernization Implementation Plan.  This presentation focuses on two technical memorandums developed for the CWCB as part of a pilot project, detailing both the administrative and technical procedures required to prepare DFIRMs.  The presentation also covers relevant examples from the pilot studies in Douglas and Teller Counties.  The presentation discusses specific technical issues that must be addressed and resolved in DFIRM preparation, highlighting all appropriate technical terms and major troubleshooting areas.  The presentation also highlights the administrative procedures associated with DFIRM production, focusing on the requirements from a contractor’s perspective to ensure that the submitted DFIRM meets FEMA’s requirements and is produced and transmitted to FEMA for finalization in the most efficient manner.  Because GIS is a major component of preparing a DFIRM, the presentation explores technical issues related to creating the GIS base mapping for a countywide floodplain study in considerable detail.  
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
