Legal Issues in the Floodplain - 

Navigating the Confluence of Property Rights, Floodplain Management, Wetlands, Levees and Dams
The U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Region 8 and the Colorado Association of Floodplain Managers (CASFM) are pleased to announce a floodplain management workshop offered in Denver, CO on Wednesday February 21, 2007.  The workshop will provide participants with a review of legal issues and principles relevant to floodplain management, including a review of key federal and state court cases, and information about how the law supports the “No Adverse Impact” floodplain management concept.  “No Adverse Impact” refers to ensuring that the actions of one property owner do not adversely impact the rights of other property owners, as measured by increased flood peaks, flood stage, flood velocity, erosion and sedimentation, water quality degradation or habitat impacts. 

This workshop will: a) explain the ancient legal roots of the National Flood Insurance Program and “No Adverse Impact”, b) demonstrate how floodplain management can be structured to avoid much, if not all, of the uncertainty surrounding the “Takings” issue, c) explain how property rights principles support floodplain and other natural hazard regulations, d) demonstrate that local floodplain management designed upon the “No Adverse Impact” concept is not anti-development but rather protects property rights, (e) examine legal risks for areas protected from flooding by dams and levees, and (f) explore opportunities for floodplain managers to work more closely with stormwater and wetland experts in recognition of the flood protective qualities of wetlands.  

Edward A. Thomas, Michael Baker Engineering Corporation, will lead the workshop.  Mr. Thomas retired from the FEMA after nearly thirty-five years of service and has worked on over one hundred disasters and emergencies.  Mr. Thomas is an attorney and frequent speaker on emergency management issues, especially the Constitutional and Legal Aspects of Floodplain Regulations.  

Continuing education credits are being pursued for Certified Floodplain Managers through the Association of State Floodplain Managers. 
WHO SHOULD ATTEND? - This workshop is designed for all individuals who work with development in and management of flood hazard areas.  This includes local planners, building officials, elected officials, and emergency managers, as well as attorneys, consultants, developers, and natural resource managers.
